Leave airport via [-205 South. Exit to Interstate 84 East (toward The Dalles). Continue east on 1-84
until the Cascade Locks/Bridge of the Gods/Stevenson exit #44. Take the Bridge of the Gods across
the Columbia River ($1 toll bridge), then turn east (right) on Highway 14. Immediately after entering
Stevenson city limits (approximately 1.5 miles), turn left onto Rock Creek Drive. Travel a short
distance before turning left onto Skamania Lodge Way.
